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Identified need in our Comprehensive Needs Assessment; Campus Improvement Plan and District Improvement Plan
Supplemental:  
· At Muleshoe ISD, only migrant students are issued a laptop to take home
Necessary/Reasonable:
· PBMAS indicators:	Migrant TAKS/TAKS (Accom.) Passing Rate in Science and Social Studies 
· Language acquisition:  Rosetta Stone English level 1 and 2 installed on each computer, Levels 1 thru 5 installed on 10 computers; migrant student, parent(s), and sibling(s) will have their own Rosetta Stone login for software tracking of progress
· Help migrant students overcome the challenges of mobility, social isolation, and other difficulties associated with a migratory lifestyle in order to succeed in school and to successfully transition to postsecondary education or employment.
· Several years of program enhancement from a one time fund investment.
Parent Involvement:  
· Increase parent involvement at school by requiring migrant student, parent(s), and sibling(s) to attend regular classes where they will be taught how to use the computer and computer programs/software.  Parents feel responsible for the computer and have a desire to learn technology where they have not had an opportunity.
· A parent learning with their child provides new communication opportunities between MISD and parents.
· PAC members definitely want laptops for our secondary migrant students
Evaluation:
· Student performance – Academically and involvement in extracurricular activities
· Parent communicating/involvement/visiting school
Procedure:
· Migrant student and family have to attend orientation/care/responsibility class; agree to and sign contract; attend regular classes in order to have a computer.
· Each high school migrant student, who meets criteria, will receive a laptop, case/sleeve, headset with microphone, and flash drive.
Monitoring:
· Violations of contract will result in repair, replacement, and/or loss of privilege of having the laptop checked out to student.
